ClaroView for Mac will work with any piece of software, as it acts as 
an “overlay” on the Mac screen. With ClaroView, you can change the  
colour of the overlay from the whole colour spectrum. You can also 
then adjust the tint level to make it brighter or darker. As users have  
different visual preferences, ClaroView allows you to set the colour 
of the overlay. This colour settings will be retained. There is a single        
button to reset the colour to your standard display settings.
